OUTDOOR SCULPTURE MAP

The Museum’s outdoor sculpture collection is
located throughout its 145 acres of fields,
woods, ponds and formal gardens. The
earliest piece dates from 1913, the most recent
from 2006. With sculpture created throughout
the 20" century into the 21%, the collection
encompasses a wide variety of styles, materials

and techniques.

. Before beginning your tour, use the map to

i decide where you would like to focus. You
may want to explore the sculptures grouped in
the large fields on either side of the Museum
building, or you may wish to tour works “Off
the Beaten Path,” exploring all those at the far
end of the property.

As you begin to look at the sculptures think
about the decisions sculptors make in creating
their artwork. Sculptures can be cast, welded,
carved, or molded. Why do artists specifically
select certain materials - metal, stone, wood?
Think about the texture and color of each
material. Notice the size of the sculpture. Is it
human size, larger or smaller? Some artists
choose to work in the abstract while others are
more ﬁgurative; some are attracted to orga_nic
forms, others to geometric.

Enjoy the interaction of art and nature, which
changes according to the time of day, weather,
